	Chair Annelle Amaral called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. and noted a quorum present.

Region I Chair Andrei Soto reported that District 18 Representative Lyla Berg will hold a Quartro de Mayo fundraiser on May 5 at the YWCA.

Region II Chair Wendell Hosea reported that they are planning a legislative get together at Washington Middle School on May 15.

Region III OCC Chair Amaral reported that she had a special meeting with whoever she could contact from the Region and is trying to fill vacancies.

Region IV Chair Maurice Morita was absent.

Region V Chair Charley Ice reported that he is trying to identify and mobilize membership in the region.

Region VI Chair Daniel Neyer was absent.

Region VII Chair is vacant.

Region VIII Chair Keren Paris was absent.

Region IX Chair Chuck Prentiss reported that Districts 48 and 49 are meeting on Saturday April 28 from 3-5 p.m. at McDonald’s in Kaneohe to try and get people engaged in activities.  When asked by Hartmann if District 47 could join the meeting Prentiss answered in the affirmative.

Soto mentioned that Districts 17 and 18 are also holding joint meetings.

Chair Amaral asked a general question:  What do you see in your districts?  What are your activities?  There are lists of names on HawaiiDemocrats.org if you can log on to a website.  Or call Debi Hartmann at 591-8851 here at headquarters and she can help you, or email her a Debi.hartmann@qmail.com   The website has been used successfully by others to post notices, make labels and a group is now going through the lists for candidates.  That’s another discussion we must have, seeking candidates.  Also asking communities what the issues are for them.

Comments:

· District 25: As a new chair direction and guidance are needed on what to do and how to do it.

· District 21: Also a new chair that did get a list but need a script on how to approach people.  

· Iraq war, impeachment, popular vote, Democratic candidates all issues of interest.

· Need to let people know that there are still Democrats carrying on Democratic values.

Legislative Deputy, Debi Hartmann, provided a written report.  Said the legislative vacancy bill was vetoed by the Governor and could be over ridden up until May 3.  It was a top priority of the Democrats.  Amaral explained that seven OCC bills were sent over for introduction and can be held over to 2008.

Conference Honcho, Rich Halverson, had a printout of a survey and will have more information by mid-week.  The conference should be for two day in Sept or Oct and one of the workshops should be used to train leadership of precincts, districts and regions.

Amaral explained that the OCC Executive Committee meets on the 2nd Thursday of each month and the OCC meets on the 4th Thursday.  There followed a discussion of possibly fewer meetings. 

There was a motion to: Hold OCC meetings every other month except during the legislative session.  Approval was unanimous.

Amaral explained she would like to take meetings out into the districts as a means to support and stir up some interest in the districts.  

Following a short discussion there was a motion to:  Authorize the OCC chair to hold meetings anywhere on Oahu.  Unanimous approval.

Amaral will plan a schedule and location of meetings.  

Comments: 

· Some flexibility may be needed to accommodate possible weekend meetings and three day holidays.

· Saturday morning meetings might work, have some lunch together.

· Will coordinate with the regions and districts so that local issues are on the agenda to be discussed.

· Polynesian Cultural Center has excellent conference center that could possibly be used.

· We could do legislative briefing per district as Party building effort. 

·  This is a way to prepare for the presidential primary.  

· Need to include Democratic legislators in area meetings.

There was a motion to have legislators on hand for next meeting with no other business on the agenda.  Motion passed.

Amaral will work with Charley Ice, Organization Deputy, to plan the meetings.

District chairs will be asked for suggestions and comments.

A  post session forum will be held on May 17 at Wahiawa Dist Park sponsored by Marcus Oshiro and community issues will be discussed.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
