	Chair Annelle Amaral called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m.

 Minutes of September 28, 2006 meeting were circulated for review. 

Amendments:

1. Add at the top that it is minutes for the Oahu County Committee of the Democratic Party of Hawaii.

2. Correct attribution to Nancy Bey Little reporting for the Mazie Hirono for Congress campaign.

3. Add that Arvid Youngquist made a motion for Jalna Keala as secretary and motion was approved unanimously.

4. Add at bottom of minutes that Jalna Keala took notes and submitted the meeting minutes.

Treasurer Jake Manegdeg that in September 2006 the balance of the treasury was $11,484.73.  September revenues were from chicken sales by Districts 20, 26, 28, donation from John Craven and refund from the State Convention totaling $1,463.87. Expenses during this period went to OCC Candidates Ad in the Honolulu Star Bulletin for the primary election.

The balance as of October 26, 2006 was $10,105.23. Disbursements during this period went to Regional 9 share of chicken sale; Region 7 share of chicken sale to be used for Waipahu Rally on 10-29-06; Region 8 partial release of chicken sale for Waipahu Rally;  and $600 for Waipahu Rally totaling $1,379.50.

Chuck Prentiss Region IX Chair:
Waimanalo Rally was held on October 25 and over 60  people attended to support Akaka, Hirono, Iwase and other Democratic candidates.

Mass sign waving at Castle Hospital from 3:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. was scheduled on October 27.

A slide show of the Patsy T. Mink luncheon program can be seen on Channel 917.

Debi Hartmann reported there are currently 23 districts without poll watchers in precincts. Poll watchers are helpful advocates and get GOTV information for data collection. The deadline is October 27.

There are 400 vacancies for poll workers. Two trainings will be held the week of October 30.

Debi Hartmann explained her research on GOTV: She used the DNC formula and applied it to OCC by districts and precincts to identify deficits and strong areas. By her calculation, if we get all our base Democrats out to vote we would win by 2,300 votes for the Governor’s race.

Phone banking to voter list by areas.  Callers’ message would be “we  need you, we need your vote, vote early, if we all get out to vote, we can win and make a difference.”

Talking points to be made available to all district chairs and precinct chairs.

Intend for the future: Instant messaging to engage younger voters.

The Young Democrats have been going house to house to identify voters and survey them.  They did a Walk ‘N Talk canvass for the Iwase campaign for Governor in Manoa and hit 2,000 homes. The research data will be input by districts and precincts and will be used for future candidates and data.

The strategic planning session for the Executive Committee was cancelled due to the earthquake. It will be rescheduled after the election.

Arvid Youngquist, District 27 Activities:

Sign waving for Neil Abercrombie and Sesnita Moepono.

Phone banking for Governor’s race.

Friend to Friend cards.

Rachael Orange, District 20 Activities:

Candidates are long time legislators Cal Say and Les Ihara. There is a feeling that they will win so not much activity for the general election. There were some complaints of Say’s ad where a photo of him with Governor Lingle receiving an award.

David and Amy Monk, District 17 Activities:

A breakfast forum in East Honolulu was held on October 21. Gave door prizes to get names and contact information for their data base. Annelle Amaral emceed and it was a big success.

Beth Lum, District 24 Activities:

Akaka rally held along with District 18 and neighboring areas at Noelani Elementary School. Over 200 people attended.

Karl Minke, District 28 Activities:

Active campaigning for Karl Rhoads who is running a “phenomenal” and “honorable” campaign. There is a lot of phone banking and sign waving.

Bart Dame mentioned he received a call from Bev Harbin after her loss in the primary bringing up the McMillan – Mirikitani case.

Glenn Ida, District 48 Activities:

Making effort to support all regional events.

Held mass canvass in districts 48 and 49.

Supporting Jill Tokuda for Senate because she is being targeted.

Friend to Friend cards for Akaka, Iwase, Senate and House races.

HSTA Windward coordinating with the Executive Committee of the State Central Committee to mail out 18,000 letters of solicitation for the OCC.

Kevin Killeen, District 22 Activities:

Expressed interest in what OCC’s position is on Charter Amendments. Recommended that we take a look at the resolutions and platform approved at the OCC convention and apply them to the Amendments on the ballot.  He especially expressed concern for amendments #8, #3, and #4.

Waipahu Rally on Sunday, October 29 at Waipahu Intermediate School from 11:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. There will be live entertainment, candidates’ basketball game, food and games for children.
